Reading: 
These Saints were from Asia (that is, Asia Minor). After the death 
of their father, their Christ-loving mother Theodota reared them in 
piety and in all manner of virtue, and had them instructed in every 
science, especially that of medicine. This became their vocation, 
and they went about healing every illness and malady, bestowing 
healing freely on both men and beasts alike; because of this, they 
are called "Unmercenaries." And thus, having completed the 
course of their life, they reposed in peace. 
 

Epistle Reading ~ St. Paul's First Letter to the Corinthians 12:27-31; 
13:1-8 
Brethren, you are the body of Christ and individually members of it. And God has ap-
pointed in the church first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then workers of 
miracles, then healers, helpers, administrators, speakers in various kinds of tongues. Are 
all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? Do all possess gifts 
of healing? Do all speak with tongues? Do all interpret? But earnestly desire the higher 
gifts. And I will show you a still more excellent way. If I speak in the tongues of men and 
of angels, but have not love, I am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And if I have pro-
phetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so 
as to remove mountains, but have not love, I am nothing. If I give away all I have, and if I 
deliver my body to be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing. Love is patient and kind; 
love is not jealous or boastful; it is not arrogant or rude. Love does not insist on its own 
way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at wrong but rejoices in the right. 
Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love never 
ends. 
 

Gospel Reading ~ 5th Sunday of Luke   The Gospel of Luke 16:19-31 
The Lord said, "There was a rich man, who was clothed in purple and fine linen and who 
feasted sumptuously every day. And at his gate lay a poor man named Lazaros, full of 
sores, who desired to be fed with what fell from the rich man's table; moreover the dogs 
came and licked his sores. The poor man died and was carried by the angels to Abraham's 
bosom. The rich man also died and was buried; and in Hades, being in torment, he lifted 
up his eyes, and saw Abraham far off and Lazaros in his bosom. And he called out, 
'Father Abraham, have mercy upon me, and send Lazaros to dip the end of his finger in 
water and cool my tongue; for I am in anguish in this flame.' But Abraham said, 'Son, re-
member that you in your lifetime received your good things, and Lazaros in like manner 
evil things; but now he is comforted here, and you are in anguish. And besides all this, 
between us and you a great chasm has been fixed, in order that those who would pass 
from here to you may not be able, and none may cross from there to us.' And he said, 
'Then I beg you, father, to send him to my father's house, for I have five brothers, so that 
he may warn them, lest they also come into this place of torment.' But Abraham said, 
'They have Moses, and the prophets; let them hear them.' And he said, 'No, father Abra-
ham; but if some one goes to them from the dead, they will repent.' He said to them, 'If 
they do not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will they be convinced if some one 
should rise from the dead.'"

We warmly welcome all visitors and seekers in our midst today, trusting that your experience here 
will be an uplifting and enriching one.  The Greek Orthodox Churches are the ancient and na-
tive Christian communities of the biblical world, with centers in the Holy Lands, Syria, Egypt and 
Asia Minor, and by extension in Greece, Cyprus and throughout the world.  Like the ancient 
Christians, we engage the whole person, heart, mind and all senses in Divine Worship. This ex-
perience has been so powerful to seekers in the past that it was often said ñWe knew not whether 
we were in heaven or on earth. We knew only that there God dwelt among human be-
ings.ò (Russian Primary Chronicle) That communion experience of heaven on earth and God in our 
midst forms the heart of all Orthodox worship.  It culminates in the sharing of Holy Commun-
ion, which not only unites us with the Divine, but also expresses the deep unity in faith and life 
between all Orthodox believers.  Since Holy Communion expresses that deep unity in belief and 
practice alike, it is reserved for observant Orthodox Christians.  This does not mean, however, 
that non-Orthodox are óexcludedô ï rather, the Orthodox choose not to make an external display 
of unity when actual unity does not exist.  While working to restore the full communion that did 
exist in antiquity, today we offer the sign of the blessed bread at the serviceôs conclusion as a sym-
bolic gift of hospitality and growing unity that is offered to all present.  If you would like to learn 
more about the Orthodox way of life, or have any questions about worship or Holy Communion, 
please approach Fr.
